But today, the educated and liberated people seem to be imitating the century old habits of living life exclusively and not inclusively. How many more years can slums exist next to palatial houses or modern apartments? The ‘I don’t care or have the inclination to think about the downtrodden’ attitude of a vast majority of educated people is taking its toll now. This in a way is contributing to disparity among people in the same society and results in mistrust leading to protests, demonstrations and mob violence to achieve social equilibrium. The urban executive who shouts at the beggar near his car at the traffic signal soon regrets his action when the ‘shooed-off’ beggar scratches his expensive car. A life which is lived inclusively would have told the executive that it is also his responsibility to give the beggar a better chance to live and that does not mean just giving alms. The increase in the number of beggars in certain cities has a correlation to failure of monsoon and harvest, people driven by debt in rural areas, lack of jobs and many more such reasons. By living life inclusively, we could have prevented most of this.
Today our cities are becoming overcrowded and people are gasping for fresh air. It is predicted that all the growth in the next three decades will be centred around cities. The concentration of humanity in relatively small spaces brings with it enormous environmental challenges, particularly in the low and middle-income localities. As people migrate into cities for a better livelihood, the negative impact of urbanization on biodiversity comes to the front. As conurbations and megacities grow, green areas, good quality air, water and other natural resources get depleted. The big cities in the world are now drawing up an index on biodiversity and this includes all life such as plants, birds, mammals and cautions against depleting cities of biodiversity. The migration of population from rural areas can be contained to a large extent when vocational training and new opportunities are made available there. The idea is not to prevent people from migrating to cities, but they need not come to cities in conditions of distress. Today Rotary clubs can support vocational service projects in almost all villages through the RCC banner. Taking up a programme in a village will demonstrate that you have not forgotten your fellow citizen living under stressful conditions. Your life becomes inclusive.
Political solution to bring about equality is being attempted daily in every country, though with varying degree of success. In some cases the solutions are short-term and newer problems crop up. What then should be done to make people work together in the path of peace and progress? We have understood over the decades that governments in developing countries are depending on the citizens to save themselves and look after themselves. The result is we have to help ourselves. ‘God helps those who help themselves’ is the well known saying. But Government encourages you to keep on helping yourself. For example, if a locality has no schools or toilets for decades, the government encourages the people to approach NGOs and other service organisations for help.
 Rotary clubs have built check dams, schools, laid out sanitation and water supply systems, built hospitals, provided generator sets for electricity, constructed crematoriums and laid roads.  If you notice, nearly all of these activities are normally done by a government. But when it is not done can we as Rotarians be a mute spectator. Our life in that same city or village is intertwined with those around us. As each day passes, life changes dramatically everywhere and where there is poverty, illiteracy, disease and lack of hope, the misdirected people in the community easily take up to anti-social activities and become branded as terrorists!
The sufferings of fellow human beings must be included within the boundaries of your sensation. If you don’t have a sensation for the poverty, illiteracy, disease, hunger, malnutrition, infant mortality and old aged infirm people around you then you are surely waiting for a revolution to take place and then you will have no one else except yourself to blame. So, extend the boundaries of your sensation, to your neighbourhood, your city, your country and to the whole world. You can do all this expansion by just sitting in the cool comforts of your living room. The Rotary Foundation shows you how.
You came into this world as one person but you will be leaving it as a part of a family. If not your parents and relations, someone cared and brought you up. Someone who did not want children to be orphaned.
